To our Colleagues of the Presidium of the Russian Academy of Sciences:

We have become concerned over international press reports and many individual communications
from scientific colleagues in several countries with regard to decisions that may be taken rapidly
with regard to the Russian Academy of Sciences.

We of course do not fully understand the situation, and comment by us on some aspects of the
reported changes would be inappropriate. But we would be particularly concerned if changes
would diminish the independence of the Russian Academy of Sciences in its role as a
science-based, independent advisory mechanism for Russia.

Each national science academy in the world is focused on the science-based aspects of meeting the
most important needs of its own nation; | know that this is true in Russia. Each academy is most
valuable as a national advisor if it is as independent and based on excellence as possible. To provide
such independent advice, it is important that each academy should be able to elect its own members
and leadership for the advisory function.

The National Academy of Sciences (U.S.) respects the long traditions of excellence of the
Russian Academy of Sciences and we hope that the RAS will emerge from the current
challenges stronger than ever.
