AGREEMENT

on Scientific Cooperation Between

the Russian Academy of Sciences and the World Agency of Planetary

Monitoring & Earthquake Risk Reduction

The Russian Academy of Sciences, hereinafter referred to as "RAS", and the World Agency of Planetary Monitoring & Earthquake Risk Reduction, hereinafter referred to as "Agency", recognizing the importance of international scientific cooperation and considering the mutual benefit of such scientific cooperation, have declared their intention to engage injoint activities to make provisions for the expansion and further development of cooperation between RAS and Agency.

Article 1

1.1. The present document contains the framework agreement for the perspectives of development of scientific technologies.

1.2. The implementation of the cooperation agreement will be followed closely by the parties in accordance with the aims and guidelines set out in the present agreement.

1.3. The parties of the present agreement take the obligation to implement the cooperation in accordance with the Statutes of the parties. The implementation of the present agreement is based on the capabilities of the parties to search for and provide investment, up-to-date technologies and scientific products of mutual interest.

Article 2

The parties have agreed that the objectives of scientific cooperation between RAS and Agency will be the following:

– promoting of RAS scientific and technological developments in the field of monitoring and countermeasures against emergencies and catastrophes in the international markets;

– expansion of scientific and technological links of RAS institutions with foreign partners.

By the moment of signing the present agreement Agency is engaged in cooperation with the following institutions of RAS:

Oceanologic Institute of RAS, Geoecological Institute of RAS, Institute of Physics of the Earth of RAS, Institute of Geochemistry of RAS, Vernadsky Geological Museum of RAS, etc.

The parties have agreed that for achieving the above objectives it is necessary:

2.1. to establish the system of personal premiums and grants for support of Russian students and scientists;

2.2. to support the development in RAS of methods and means of continuous monitoring of emergencies and catastrophes and stimulate and facilitate the publication of scientific and professional publications, and to encourage the exchange of such scientific publications;

2.3. to exchange knowledge and information on scientific problems of mutual interest;

2.4. for successful implementation of cooperation between RAS and Agency to establish the permanent acting demonstration-information center of catastrophes planetary monitoring at the premises of the Vernadsky Geological Museum of RAS and Fersman Mineralogical Museum of RAS;

2.5. to implement joint scientific and research programs as per the agreed plans;

2.6. to inform and invite to RAS the representatives of Agency for discussing the issues of mutual interest as well as to include Agency in the list of compulsory mailing.

Article 3

The parties agree that all practical arrangements concerning the activities set out in Article 2, and agreement on the financial support available for such activities, are to be negotiated between the parties for each specific activity. The parties will in agreements on activities honour the principle of reciprocity.

Article 4

The present framework agreement and any contracts on specific activities concluded in accordance with the provisions of Article 3, may be amended by mutual written consent. Any such amended agreement or contract must be signed by authorized representatives of the parties.

Article 5

The present agreement comes into force on the date of signature and will remain in force for five years with the automatic prolongation for the next five years unless either of the parties announces the agreement's termination in not less than three months before the end of the period of its validity.
