AGREEMENT

on Scientific Cooperation between

the University of Oslo and

the Russian Academy of Sciences

The University of Oslo and the Russian Academy of Sciences (hereinafter "the Parties"),

recognizing the importance of international scientific cooperation,

considering the mutual benefit of scientific cooperation,

desiring to make provisions for the expansion and further development of scientific cooperation,

taking into consideration the Cultural Agreement between the USSR and Norway of July 7, 1981 and the Program for Cultural and Scientific Cooperation between Norway and USSR 1989-1993, signed in Moscow on September 23, 1988,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The aim of this Agreement is to develop and enlarge mutually beneficial cooperation between scientists at the University of Oslo and the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS) for the purpose of advancement of scientific progress. This will be achieved by combining efforts of researchers in joint use of research resources.

Article 2

This Agreement shall cover fundamental research in the field of medical sciences. It can be referred to when concluding specific agreements of cooperation in research projects between institutes or divisions that are parts of the two Contracting Parties.

Article 3

Both Parties will do all in their power to facilitate collaboration between specialists in the scientific disciplines within their mutual competence.

Article 4

At the time of the signing of this Agreement, such cooperation exists between the following divisions of RAS and the University of Oslo:

The Agreement will be amenable to revision with respect to extension to include other institutions on both sides.

Article 5

Scientific collaboration between the Parties must be promoted in the following ways:

a) by supporting joint research projects on problems of common interest,

b) by assisting in the arrangement of scientific and professional meetings where the two Parties have interests in common,

c) by a fellowship program financed by the University of Oslo for maximum four Russian scientists at pre- and post-doctoral level to work in and employed by institutes of RAS under mutual supervision of the two Parties. In accordance with agreements between the University of Oslo and the involved institutes, the University of Oslo will provide salaries, equipment and supplies, whereas RAS will provide laboratory space and supervision,

d) by exchanging views on scientific issues of mutual interest,

e) by encouraging the exchange of scientific publications.

Article 6

This Agreement is valid for the period of 3 years, but subject to evaluation after 1 year. It shall then be evaluated and considered for renewal for a further period, unless either Party gives notice of its wish to discontinue or renegotiate it six months prior to the expiration of the contract period.

Article 7

This Agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies, one in English and one in Russian, both being equally authoritative.
