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AGREEMENT

on Scientific Cooperation between

the Swedish Royal Academy of Sciences

and the Russian Academy of Sciences

The Russian Academy of Sciences and the Swedish Royal Academy of Sciences, hereinafter referred to as the "Sides", recognising the importance of international scientific cooperation, desiring to promote and develop cooperation in the field of science and technology between Russian and Swedish scientists, considering that such cooperation will promote the existing friendly relations between the two countries, hereby agree as follows:

Article 1

The Sides will encourage and develop scientific cooperation on the basis of the principles of equality and mutual benefit, provisions of this Agreement, as well as with the valid legislation of both countries.

Article 2

For the purpose of implementing this Agreement scientific cooperation between the Sides shall be conducted through;

· joint research projects;

· organisation of joint scientific meetings, conferences workshops, etc.;

· exchange of scientists and other forms of scientific cooperation agreed upon by the Sides.

Article 3

Scientists submitting proposals on joint research projects shall provide the following information:

· title and description of the research;

· the research objectives;

· expected scientific results;

· forms of cooperation and distribution of research activities among the scientific institutions concerned;

· duration of the project;

· names of the project leaders and members of the project team.

After completing joint research activities on a specific subject, the Sides shell decide by mutual consent on the forms of publication and dissemination of the joint results.

Article 4

The joint research projects will be jointly proposed by collaborating scientists of both Sides. They will be evaluated and recommended for approval by both Sides according to their own procedures. Projects will be accepted if they receive favourable evaluation and approval from both Sides.

Article 5

Where the joint research projects generate results eligible for any form of legal protection or by Intellectual Property rights, the Sides shall decide by mutual understanding the allocation and the terms of exercising of the ownership of such results. For this purpose, both Sides shall seek arrangements for applying for the relevant protection as well as for bearing the costs and expenses incurred in such protection and distribution of the benefits in case of exploitation of these results on a case-by-case basis. All these matters shall accord with the valid legislation's of both Sides.

Each of Sides undertakes that it will not disclose any kind of scientific or technical information pertaining to the other Side without the prior consent of the concerned Side. This provision will not apply to such information which has been made available to the public.

Article 6

The aim of the exchange of scientists will be mainly to serve the joint research projects. The quota of exchange of scientists will be 25 person-months per year for each Side. In the event that either Side does not use its quota for a given year, the rest of the quota can not be used in the next year.

In case of necessity the quota of exchange of scientist may be amended by mutual consent of the Sides through an exchange of letters.

Article 7

The sending Side shall usually nominate its candidates for visits not later than three months before the proposed date of arrival to the host country, providing the receiving Side with information about the nominee in an application form agreed upon by the Sides.

The receiving Side shall inform the sending Side not later than two months after the receipt of a nomination about its possibility to receive the proposed candidate.

The sending Side will inform the receiving Side about the date of arrival of its scientist not later than two weeks before the departure.

Article 8

The sending Side will cover the travel costs of its scientists through all the itinerary of the accepted programme of visit.

The Swedish Side will provide the visiting scientists with an allowance to cover the cost of accommodation and living expenses. The Swedish Side will not cover any expenses for accompanying family members.

The Russian Side will cover the costs of accommodation of visiting scientists and provide them with a daily allowance to cover the cost of living in the determined limits.

The visiting scientist should take out medical insurance prior to departure to the host country as the receiving Side will not be responsible for any of the medical costs incurred whatsoever.

The receiving Side will not cover any fees for conferences or symposia.

Article 9

Delegations of the Sides will meet when necessary alternately in Moscow and Stockholm to: 

· analyse the results of cooperation,

· identify new possibilities of cooperation,

· discuss financial and other arrangements of the exchange of scientists.

Article 10

This Agreement may be amended, developed or supplemented by mutual consent of the Sides through an exchange of letters or through any other instrument or addendum that both Sides may agree. All those instruments shall form an integral part of this Agreement.

Article 11

Any disagreement or dispute that may arise in the execution, interpretation or application of the present Agreement will be resolved by negotiation between the subscribing Parties.

Article 12

This Agreement shall come into force starting the 1-st of January, 2002. It shall remain in force for three years and shall be automatically extended for the following three year periods, provided that neither Side notifies the other in writing, six months before the date of expiration of the latest period, of its intent to terminate the Agreement. In case of termination, both Sides shall decide by mutual consent, whether any of the activities or other obligations pending under this Agreement shall continue until their entire completion.

Done in Moscow on May 28, 2001, in two originals, in the Russian and English languages, both texts being equally authentic.
